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Annotation

This paper proposes a study of the effect of exercise on divergent thinking in secondary school
students. The work is in the nature of a preliminary study of the problem, since it was carried out
with a small number of high school students. It was important for us to conduct this study in order
to ensure the reliability of the method used. Based on this test work, our research group will do a
similar work with a more expanded number of private traders and experimental schools in general.

Purpose:
The purpose of this paper is to determine the effect of exercise on divergent thinking in high school
students.

Description:
This was a study among small groups conducted in January 2020 by students of the intellectual
schools of the city of Almaty.

Population:
As a sample size we have chosen 24 pupils of the 7th grade.

Method:
The method of comparing the results of pre and post tests was used in the work. The qualities
assessed were flexibility, originality, fluency and accuracy.

Result:
As a result, we found out the positive effect of exercise on the divergent thinking of students. The
pre and post tests carried out showed a positive trend, and many students improved their results.
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Conclusion:

The results of the study show a positive trend in the change in the level of development of the quality
of divergence - fluency and originality, using immersion in a problematic situation with breathing
and physical exercises.
